Pella was built during the Neolithic period but has
been successively occupied throughout  Hellenic,

Roman, Byzantine and Islamic periods. The
Byzantine site of Beit Edis (or 'Jesus' Cave') lies

along the 'Jordan Trail', 33 km south-west of Irbid.
